
Childcare

The University of Oregon (UO) strives to provide robust resources for faculty, staff, and students to provide quality, affordable childcare options. To increase accessibility and broaden participation in the planned conference, we intend to share the following local childcare resources with participants:
· Lactation Support Resources on Campus: There are several Lactation Support Rooms across our campus (maps will be provided at conference registration) which provide a private, clean, comfortable and relaxing atmosphere for mothers to nurse, express milk, and keep their milk fresh with refrigeration.
· UO Caregiver Resources: Compiled by University Human Resources, the UO Caregiver Resources network include several listings of caregivers (nannies, babysitters, elder care) in the area and access to share family care options. While these resources online are only available to UO community members, we will publicize our ability to share resources of local caregiving listings and provide access as needed to external participants.
· UO Childcare for Students: This student fee-funded program provides financial assistance to eligible student parents to help ease the cost of childcare. Eligibility is based on financial need. The Oregon Student Child Care Grant Program was established to assist parents enrolled in postsecondary education to obtain safe, dependable care that supports their children’s development while allowing completion of the parent’s academic programs. The Care-Finding Fund can reimburse students for up to $40 per month of costs related to finding care for a relative, such as a nanny or in-home adult care worker. It can also reimburse costs to find disability-related, at-home care for the student. Uses may include services such as care.com or background checks; it cannot be used for payments to caregivers. All enrolled UO students who were charged an Incidental Fee for the quarter in which care-finding charges were incurred are eligible for this fund.
· Childcare facilities on campus: Moss Street Children’s Center supports UO student parents by providing high-quality care for their children while they attend classes. The Family Center provides childcare at reduced rates for UO students. The Center aims to involve parents in the care and education of their children and provides resources to improve parenting skills. The Vivian Olum Child Development Center is a comprehensive early childhood care and development program serving UO faculty members, staff, student families, and community families on a space-available basis.
